The Willunga Waldorf School and LETS

Willunga Waldorf School has been an active member of our local LETS group for
many years. The School membership of LETS has provided the opportunity to trade
with other local members by many means. The school offers opportunities on a
means-tested basis to apply for a Scholarship/Financial Assistance, that is, to be
able to pay a portion of individual families’ annual school fees in LETS units/Bahts.

To assist, the school also provides regular opportunities to work for LETS units
within the school. There are weekly groups that work in the gardens as well as
regular Working Bees, usually held on a Saturday, plus opportunities for periodic
assistance with maintenance project work. The Leadership of the school are always
looking for ways to 'spend' the schools LETS units/Bahts with recent examples being
assisting in the school canteen, building and maintenance work, involvement with
the Rainbow Room (a shop on school grounds that sells art and craft supplies — see
http://www.willungawaldorfschool.sa.edu.au/node/54).

The Liaison Officer for LETS and the school, Sarah Staiff says:
"I became involved with LETS and the School due to a change in my work life.
My wish to continue my daughters’ schooling at Willunga Waldorf School and
my drop in income meant | had to find some other ways of meeting the school
fees. | was welcomed into the LETS community and have been a member of
the active Committee ever since. There are many ways of earning LETS and |
have enjoyed my time being the Liaison Officer for the LETS committee and the
School for some years."

With the city location, there are a few things to consider if you would like to

participate -

Parking - The space alongside the new bus station is used by buses, so not

available but there are a few parking spots on Franklin Street. The Joinery has a

few parking spaces at the rear of the building but these are allocated to tenants who

use that spa ce and we cannot rely on any being available on the day. So basically
you need to drive alongside the building (there will be people like Geoff outside to

guide you), offload your goods and find somewhere else to park.

Table space - There are some tres tle tables available and I've allocated a similar

number to what we have at Payneham. However you will definitely need to book

your space (half a trestle for 5 units). Or you can bring your own table. If you

prefer to sell for cash you can have a Grower 's table ($5 fee and byo table). This is
all exactly what happens now at Payneham.
